Dr David Johnston  

David studied at the University of California Los Angeles in Violin and Education and then 
received a Graduate Fellowship to study at the University of the Pacific Conservatory of Music 
where he was awarded the Masters in Violin Performance and K-12 California state teaching 
credential.   

He then attended the Mozarteum in Salzburg gaining Diplomas in Chamber Music, Conducting 
and Violin with Jean Fournier.   

He continued his studies by gaining the Doctorate in Musical Arts and Humanities working with 
Alice Shoenfeld, and master classes with Heifitz and Galamian and a performance of the Double 
Bach Violin Concerto with Yehudi Menuhin.   



He has performed worldwide as a concert violinist and has conducted numerous orchestras, in 
particular being the Musical Director of the annual International Christian Celebration, the Feast 
of Tabernacles in Jerusalem for 18 years.   

American born, he first came to Australia in 1983 where he remains the Founding Principal of 
Wesley Institute.

Clive Graham is CEO of The Centre for Working Futures Pty and the futures1brand products. He 
has consulted for multinational corporations and government enterprises with special reference 
to enterprise agreements, reengineering, quality improvement strategies, product positioning and 
managing meaning. He is the author of "The Complete Workplace Trainer", "The Mediator's 
Manual", "Building Better Business - Creating Your Enterprise Agreement", "Lift Your Game 
and "Keys To Access" for Tourism Training Australia. He wrote Australia's first MBA Quality 
Management Communication program for Australian universities and developed the Professional 
Doctorate degree with Professor Richard Smith at CQU.  



Dr Graham is a graduate with majors in Psychology, Industrial Relations, Education and 
Management. He has worked in advertising, education, marketing and human resource 
development. In 1979 he was a member of the team that established Australia's first mediation 
program that became the NSW Community Justice Centres. In 1980 and 1982 he was awarded a 
Law Foundation Fellowship and a Commonwealth Project Fellowship to research overseas 
developments in mediation and negotiation. He was invited to lecture at Harvard University and 
was a visiting professor to a number of major US universities. In 1989 he was a member of the 
NSW Task Force for Exporting Education and the NSW Task Force for Workplace Literacy. Dr 
Graham is well known as a radio commentator on working futures and sports business for ABC 
and commercial radio. He is concurrently the CEO of The Centre For Working Futures Pty Ltd, 
Chair of Andermark Superannuation Fund and MAA and Professional Doctorate Academic 
Director at Central Queensland University. He was formerly Chair of the Professional Doctorate 
Advisory Board CQU, Chair of the Faculty of Education Advisory Committee University of 
Technology Sydney, and Chair of the Academic Advisory Board JMC Academy.  

He is a frequent keynote speaker on the creative knowledge economy, Mode-2 production of 
knowledge and transdisciplinarity at major conferences nationally and internationally. Dr 
Graham has been a member of the 1998 Australian Government Education Friendship Mission to 
Taiwan and in 1999. He was inducted into the 100 Living Legends of Australian Tourism and 
Training for his work advancing Australian hospitality and tourism. In 2003-4 he was an advisor 
for the National Enterprise Education project and for the advancement of CIE (Creativity, 
Innovation, Enterprise) in both Singapore and Australia. His most recent research has been the 
economic impact of the Creative Industries in Australia and South-East Asia. In 2006, he was a 
member of the Queensland Minister for Education roundtable discussions for Education for the 
Smart State. His recent publications include “Enterprise Education: Connecting Schools to the 
Creative Knowledge Economy” Pearson Education (2005) “Negotiating China” NCLT (2006) 
and “Doing Business in China” UNSW Press (2008). He was awarded the Queensland Award for 
Excellence in Educational Research 2005.

Art Phillips 
 

Two-time Emmy Award winner for “Outstanding Music Direction & Composition in a Drama 
Series” for the US television drama “Santa Barbara”, Art Phillips has been working in film and 
television for over 30 years.  A highlight of his most recent scoring credits include the television 
series Missing Persons Unit / series 1,2, 3 and 4, The Lost Treasure Of Fiji (Pirate Islands), The 
Secret Lives of Sleepwalkers, Outback   House, the telemovie Reprisal, Neighbours, The Flying 
Vet, Guiding Light, Secrets, The Fatal Bond, Signal One - Bullet Down Under and Sher 
Mountain Mystery.  

Art has a long list of credits with writing and producing original music for production music 
companies out of the US and UK respectively, where during the past 12 years he has 
accomplished releases of 48 CD album titles in a diverse array of styles. His music is used in 
television shows throughout the world including America’s Most Wanted, NYPD Blue, The 
Oprah Winfrey Show, Survivor, 60 Minutes, Queer Eye For The Straight Guy, The Ricki Lake 
Show, Good Morning America, Amazing Medical Stories, Cold Case Files, The Dog Whisperer, 
E True Hollywood Story,  Harry’s Practice, The Great Outdoors, Extra-The Entertainment 
Magazine Show and The USA Today Show.  In 1995, Art was awarded “The APRA Award for 
Best Soundtrack Album” for his score to the ABC television series “The Flying Vet”  by The 
Australian Guild of Screen Composers.  He recently received a nomination for ‘Best Original 
Music in a Television Series’ for ‘The Lost Treasure Of Fiji’ (2007 APRA/AGSC Screen Music 
Awards).  Art’s career began in the early 70’s in Los Angeles where he was one of LA’s top 
session guitarists, composers and orchestrators working and recording for popular artists Barry 
Manilow, Minnie Riperton, Demis Roussos, The Carpenters, Smokey Robinson, Dory Previn, 
Burl Ives, The Lettermen and a long list of television series and feature films before moving to 
Sydney in 1987. Art was musical director, conductor and orchestrator on live concert tours for 
Demis Roussos, Dory Previn, John Rowles and toured as guitarist for Manilow for over 3 years. 



He produced recordings for Roussos, Manilow, Sally Kellerman (hot lips from MASH) and John 
Rowles, achieving a Gold Record award for his production work on the album “Another 
Chapter” for Rowles. 

Art’s earlier composition credits include writing incidental music for the US television series 
“The Love Boat”, penned the R&B single “Here We Go” for Minnie Riperton and co-wrote the 
Motown Record release “Now That I Have You” for artist Teena Marie. Art is the President of 
The Australian Guild of Screen Composers, since 2001, and was Vice-President of the 
organization from 1992 ~ 2000. Art has written numerous subjects and delivered lectures in 
screen music composition for a multitude of Universities.  He is also a councillor for the Music 
Council of Australia representing the film and television  

Art is currently a Senior Visiting Fellow at AICM reading and teaching in the areas of 
composition, film music and arranging/orchestrating.
