Having returned to Australia in late 2007 Gavin is expecting a busy 2008 with performances at 
various Jazz Festivals (Norfolk Island, Newcastle), the release of a new acoustic jazz album 
featuring some of Australia’s finest jazz musicians and the development of his pop/funk/soul 
band, Manaslu with their debut album Nomadic. 

Conservatorium Principal, Dr Greg Whateley said “to attract musicians/teachers of the calibre of 
Gavin suggests that AICM (a small conservatorium with big plans) is certainly on the rise and
